If you want to make your block larger with a full-size postcard image or make a smaller 
block, use this as a guide to piecing.

can resize it to fit the requirements of your block.  To save this image, click the link above, right mouse click on the 
image, then save it in a folder on your hard drive.  Stitch two pieces of fabric together.  Treat as one piece for 1, 2 and 
4.  Stitch three pieces of fabric together.  Treat as one piece for 5.    
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Stitch two pieces of fabric together (1-1, 
1-2 and 2-1, 2-2 and 4-1, 4-2).  Treat as 
one piece for 1, 2 and 4.  Stitch three 
pieces of fabric together (5-1, 5-2 then 
add 5-3).  Treat as one piece for 5.
