
Add charms after piecing and embroidery.
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Stitch two pieces of fabric 
together (1-1, 1-2 and 2-1, 
2-2).  Treat as one piece 
for 1 and 2.  Stitch four 
pieces of fabric together 
(4-1, 4-2 then add 4-3 then 
add 4-4).  Treat as one 
piece for 4.

Best Wishes Crazy Quilt Block...
Featuring one of my favorite vintage postcards from my personal collection.  Print this block 
directly onto freezer paper backed or interfaced fabric with your inkjet printer, then use it as the 
foundation for your crazy quilt block with the center image already in place.  If you want to make 
your block larger with a full-size postcard image or make a smaller block, use this as a guide to 
piecing.  This image is  in the links of images.  You can resize it to fit the requirements of 
your block.  To save this image, click the link above, right mouse click on the image, then save it 
in a folder on your hard drive.  Stitch two pieces of fabric together (1-1, 1-2 and 2-1, 2-2).  Treat 
as one piece for 1 and 2.  Stitch four pieces of fabric together (4-1, 4-2 then add 4-3 then add 
4-4).  Treat as one piece for 4.
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
